Bluegrass and Lilac Sweater

MATERIALS:

2 skeins Summer Meadow C/RSd
1 skein each Bluegrass & Lilac C/RSd

EQUIPMENT:

Size 11 knitting needles
Size I crochet hook
large tapestry needle

GAUGE: 2st/6rows/in hips: 42” length 28”

DIRECTIONS: Cast on 24 stitches with Summer Meadow and Bluegrass held together as one.
Knit side to side.

Knit one row.

Unit 1: Row 1. k3, increase 1, k to end of row.

Row 2. k.

Row 3. k3, increase 1, k to end of row.
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Row 4. k.

Row 5. k.

Row 6. k.

Unit 1-5 more times.

Unit 1 rows 1 through 4

Row 5. k to end. Cast on 15 stitches.(51 st) For a dress cast on 45 st.

Row 6. k.

Unit1-3X (57 st). Mark shoulder.

Knit 29 rows (15 ribs). Exchange Lilac for Bluegrass.

Knit 29 rows (15 ribs)

Unit 2: Row 1: k.

Row 2: k.

Row 3: k 3, k 2 together, k to end of row.

Row 4: k

Row 5: k 3, k 2 together, k to end of row.

Row 6: k

Unit 2-two more times (51 stitches).

Row 1: k

Row 2: Cast off 15 stitches, k to end of row. (Dress- cast off 45 st)

Continue with Unit 2 rows 4 through 6.

Unit 2 five more times.

Knit 1 row. Cast off.

For the second side begin with the Summer Meadow and Lilac and start at the beginning

of the pattern. At the center of the second side switch to Summer Meadow and

Bluegrass.
