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Easy Apple Top

designed by Barbara Lundy Stone

MATERIALS:

1 skein Cotton/Rayon Seed in Apple
1 skein Confetti in Spring Leaf

EQUIPMENT:

Size 11knitting needles
Size K crochet hook
large tapestry needle

GAUGE: 2 3/4st/3rows/in chest size 34” length 24”

DIRECTIONS:

FRONT: With the two yarns held together as one cast on 55 stitches . Knit in stockinette stitch for
80 rows (19”).

NECK OPENING: Knit 16 st, cast off 27 st, knit to end (14 st on each side).

Next Row: purl 14, cast on 27, p 14.

BACK: Knit 84 rows in stockinette stitch and cast off.
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SIDE SEAMS: Single Crochet along both sides and sew the sides together leaving 8”

open for armholes and 4” for side slits.

Weave in ends.

Enjoy your camisole!
