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Lacy Lettuce Jacket

designed by Barbara Lundy Stone

MATERIALS:

3 skein Beaded Wool in Lettuce

EQUIPMENT:

Size 9 knitting needles l
arge tapestry needle

GAUGE: 3.5st/in -length 24” -hip 44”

DIRECTIONS: This jacket is knit sleeve to sleeve. Cast on 60 stitches and knit one row.

Row 2: Knit 27 st, mark, k 6, mark, k 27.

Pattern: Begin row 3.

Rows 1 through 4: Knit in Garter stitch. Increase 1 st before the first mark.

Row 5: Knit 1 st, wrap the yarn around the needle from back to front across the top of the
needle.

Repeat and end with a knit st.

Row 6: Knit into the knit st and slide off the loup. Repeat to end.

Repeat the pattern 3X there will be (32,6,32 st).
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Cast on 30 st at the end of rows 1&2 of the next pattern repeat.

Continue knitting in pattern until there are (72,6,72 st).

Continue knitting in pattern without any more increases until there are 11 pattern repeats total.

Front Opening: Cast off 78 st at the beginning of row 3 of the last pattern repeat.

Back: Knit in pattern for 4 repeats (15 total)

Side 2: knit in pattern casting on 78 st at the end of row 2. Complete 5 repeats and begin
decreasing

before the first mark on rows 1 through 4. Knit 3 more repeats. On rows 2 & 3 of the next repeat
cast

off 30 st.

Sleeve 2: Continue knitting in pattern until there are 27,6,27 st. Knit 2 rows in garter st and cast
off.

Assembly: With the K crochet hook slip st along the sides and sleeves. Lace together from the
inside

leaving a 7” opening at the sides. Slip st along the front edge, make 11 sc st along the neck edge
at the

back and slip st along the other front edge. Weave in ends. Make a knot in the ends before
cutting them

and pull the knot inside.
