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Rayon Loop Top

MATERIALS:

Two skeins Blue Heron Rayon Loop yarn

EQUIPMENT:

Size # 9 knitting needles
crochet hook tapestry needle

GAUGE: 4 st/in 6 rows/in chest size 38”

DIRECTIONS: Cast on 50 stitches and knit 1 row.

SLEEVE: This top is knit sleeve to sleeve.

UNIT 1: Rows 1through 4: Knit.

Rows 5 & 6: Knit 3, increase 1 st, knit to end.

Repeat Unit 1 four times. (58 st)

Next row: Knit 25 st, place a marker, knit 6 st, place second marker, knit 25 st and cast

on 30 st.
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BODY AND SHOULDER:

Next row: K to end, cast on 30st (40). (118/138)

Knit next two rows.

Next 2 rows: Knit. Inc 1 st before first marker.

UNIT 2: Rows 1 through 4: Knit.

Rows 5 &6: Knit. Increase 1 st before first marker.

Repeat Unit 2 five times (6x). (130/150).

NECK-FRONT AND BACK:

Next row: Knit 58 (68), cast off 14, knit 58 (68).

Knit both front and back until there are 17(20) ribs.

Next row: Knit front, cast on 14 st, knit back.

SHOULDER AND BODY.

Next row: Knit 60 (70),k 2 tog, mark, k 6, mark, k.

Next row: Knit. Knit 2 tog before first marker, k.

UNIT 3: Rows 1 through 4: Knit.

Rows 5 &6: Knit. Knit 2 tog before first marker, k.

Repeat Unit 3 five times (6x). (118/138)

SLEEVE:

At the beginning of the next two rows cast off 30 (40) st. (58/58)

UNIT 4: Rows 1 &2: Knit 3, k 2 tog, k.

Rows 3 through 6: Knit.

Repeat Unit 4 four times. (50/50).

Knit 1 row, cast off.

ASSEMBLY:

Single crochet around the neck opening and the underarm to sleeve. Lace the side seams

together from the inside leaving an opening at the bottom sides. Weave in ends. Enjoy
